7. Greek-turkish Agreement on Cultural Co-operation (Athens 4.2.2000, not ratified)
  
Article 1: The Parties shall take the necessary measures to enhance co-operation in the fields of science and education. For the purposes of the Agreement, the Parties shall:
a.   promote and strengthen the prompt co-operation between the institutions of higher education, as well as of the scientific and research agencies of the two Parties.
b.  encourage studies within their universities, with the aim of promoting the teaching of language and literature of both Parties.
e.  exchange teachers and experts of the primary and secondary education, as well as education executives.
f.   develop joint school activities, school fraternisation and students exchanges.
g.  support the participation in seminars and training courses of language and culture organised by each Party.
  
Article 3: The Parties shall promote the active and friendly co-operation and mutual support in the fields of culture and education under the auspices of UNESCO, the European Council and other international organisations and they shall avoid actions, which are likely to oppose to the interests of the other Party.
Article 9: A joint Greek-Turkish Committee shall be established for the implementation of this Agreement. The above Committee shall meet every three years, in turns, in the capital city of each Party in order to draw up, negotiate and conclude implementation programmes of this Agreement.
Article 10: When this Agreement is put in force, the validity of the Cultural Agreement of 1951 between the two Parties expires.
This Agreement does not interfere with previous settlements, on which the two Parties have agreed since 1952 and hence concerning minority rights on educational issues
