2002 Census in Serbia shows population fall 

Census in Serbia took place from April 1 to15, 2002. The census, carried out in April, did not include Kosovo, which is governed by UNMIK. The other republic of Yugoslav Federation, Montenegro, has said it would carry out a separate census later. 

In 1991 Serbia had 7.548,978 inhabitants, whereas according to 2001 Census population consists of 7.479,437 persons. This indicates absolute drop of -69541 persons in the total number and means that population drop is less than 1% compared with 1991 Census. The explanation could be easily ascribed to the several wars that Serbia was engaged into in the previous decade.

Serbs constitute 82.86% of the population, and most represented minorities are Hungarians (3.91%), Bosniaks (1.82%), Roma (1.44%), Yugoslavs (1.08%), Croats (0.94%), Montenegrians (0.92%) and Albanians (0.82%). Other ethnical groups that were mentioned in the state report issued on the web site of the Statistical Bureau of Serbia
 are Bulgarians, Bunjevci, Vlahs, Goranci, Muslims, Macedonians, Germans, Romanians, Russians, Rusins, Slovaks, Slovenians, Ukrainians and Checks.
